Early this year a committee of 17 CZSG members completed the

gigantic task, started over two years earlier, of preparing a

recommended revision of the Canal Zone portion of the Specialized
U. S. Catalogue. Although the recommendations actually shortened and clarified
the present listing, Gordon R. Harmer, catalogue editor, refused to accept the

revision because he believed the detailed changes "so impractical and so costly,
that it is unreasonable to expect us to concur." No changes will be made in

the Canal Zone section of the catalogue this year, according to Allan M. Thatcher
of Scott Publications. But in a later letter to the chairman of the catalogue
revision committee, Mr. Thatcher states that a revision will be considered for

the 1955 catalogues if "you keep the changes to a minimum. Such things as a change
or addition of date, change or addition of quantities issued, and minor correc­
tions of errors would be the type of thing in which we would be interested."
